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Science

Animals including humans- Children will learn how humans go
through characteristic stages as they develop towards old age.
These stages include baby, infant, foddler, child, adolescent,
young adult, adult and senior citizen. Puberty is the transition
between childhood and adulthood.

Children will work scientifically by researching the gestation
periods of other animals and comparing them with humans; by
finding out and recording the length and mass of a baby as it
grows.

Encourage children to draw a fimeline to indicate stages in the growth
and development of humans. Talk o your child about body changes
during puberty.

History

The children's topic this half term is called, ‘Traders and
Raiders'. In History, children will be learning about chronological
order and ordering on a timeline. We will also be exploring St
Bede.
