Subject What are we learning? How you can help at home 

English 

 

 

  

In English, we will be focusing on a range of different genres. 

Linked to our Science topic ‘Seasonal Changes,’ we will use a text 

called ‘Seasons’ to write a non-chronological report about the 

seasons. We will also write a recount about our trip to Sudbury 

Childhood Museum. Within our writing, we will be focusing on using 

capital letters, full stops and finger spaces.  

 

Reading books will be changed each week.   

 

Reading 

Please hear your child read at home at least five times a week. Ask 

questions which encourage your child to draw inferences about 

characters’ feelings, thoughts, emotions and actions. Please help 

your child to read every night and record on the GoRead App.

Spelling  

Please help your child practise their spellings several times a week. 

Regular practise at home makes such a difference. 

 

Phonics  This half term we will be moving on to learning alternative spellings 

of previously taught diagraphs and introduce split diagraphs. We 

will be practising segmenting and blending the sounds in real and 

alien words.  

 

Each week homework will be set based on the phonemes that the 

children have learnt during phonics lessons. Please encourage your 

children to practise these phonemes at home.  

 

Maths  This term we will be looking at comparing quantities using 

vocabulary such as ‘more than’ and ‘less than’ and we will look at 

part whole relationships within quantities and numbers. We will 

focus on numbers 0 to 5 including the composition of these 

numbers. Finally, we will look at 2D and 3D shapes. 

 

You could count groups of objects and compare them to each other. 

Can children explain how they made the comparison? E.g. ‘There are 

more … than … because …’ 

You could look at 2D and 3D shapes out in the children’s 

environment. How many shapes can you spot when you go out? How 

many vertices does the shape have? How many sides does the 

shape have?

In Science this half term, we will be continuing with our topic- 

‘Seasonal Changes.’ We will be observing the weather patterns and 

events that occur as Autumn changes to Winter. We will continue 

to use simple equipment to carry out simple investigations to help 

us to learn more about the weather in each season.  

You can help your child by discussing what the weather is like each 

day. They could record the daily weather on a weather chart and 

see if they can identify any patterns. Watching the weather 

forecast on the television will also help.

History 

 

 

During this half term, we will be continuing with our ‘School days’ 

topic. During History lessons, we will continue to build upon what 

we have learnt about the History of our school, and we will be 

looking closely at what life was like in a Victorian school.   

 

You can help your child at home by finding out more information 

about what life was like in Victorian schools. Ask your child to think 

about if they would prefer to go to school in Victorian times or in a 

modern-day school.  

Geography 

 

 

During this half term, we will be continuing with our ‘School days’ 

topic. During Geography lessons, we will continue to learn about our 

local area. We will be learning about human and physical features 

and identifying these in the local environment. We will look at 

different maps and compare what the local area looks like now, to 

what it was like in the past. We will discuss the reasons why the 

local area has changed.

Allow them to use a mirror and really 

study their facial features.

Skills such as 

floating, submerging, blowing bubbles etc will be practised in a fun 

way using games and songs. An introduction to mini water polo will 

also take place.
