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What is Phonics?

It is a programme set up to teach the link between letters and the
speech sounds they represent.

Synthetic phonics is taught to children in Reception and KS1 years of

mainstream primary schools.

It provides support for children in Reception and KS1 to become fluent
readers.




The smaliest identfiable unit in speech sounds.

Grapheme
The written symbcl that represents 3 phoneme.

Blending (synthesis)

The process of merging the phonemes together to form a word
Chikdren are first taught to do this orally then using their knowledge of
GPCz to blend words for reading

Segmenting (scunding Out)

The process of splitting 3 word into its constituent phonemes.

To wrnite 3 word, children need to first ‘sound out’ &5 phonemes. They can
than use their CPC knowledge 1o wr ite down the matching graphames

Phonics

e Children have daily phonics lessons
e Phonics interventions are put in to place for those that need
e Phonics is taught throughout Literacy / Writing sessions




Phonemes are taught kinaesthetically with a corresponding
picture, action and song.

Digraphs (2 letters representing 1 sound e.g. ay) are introduce
alongside single letters.

Rainbow words - common exception words taught. ﬁhe

Teachers give pupils sufficient practice in reading and re-reading books that match the
grapheme-phoneme correspondences they know, both at school and at home.

Reading, including the teaching of systematic, synthetic phonics, is taught from the
beginning of Reception.

Hear your child read every day, even if it is a
picture book

Pronounce the sounds correctly - where possible
Support with any homework that gets sent home
Use the sound cards that have been sent home
and say these with your child
